The Executive board meeting was called to order at 7:05PM with Sebesta, Cain, Banks, and Thomas present.  Discussion held on the 3 items as per Oct minutes.   1] concerning Allen sharing gate key.  Neither members that brought this to attention of board present to help with discussion.  Story was that Jim Allen has sent hunters to range  but did not accompany then , ie loaning key.  Tom Banks reported that Mr Allen had purchased a membership for 1 of his employees.  It was unknown whom was with the hunters, no description of ‘guide’ only that the pickup had Jim Allen’s name on it.  Tammany offered to visit with Allen and express our policy.   2] Non-member seeking a range key to use during hunter safety field day, was discussed and whereas hunter safety if a G&F directed program, it was felt the instructor had the G&F key available for his use.  We would welcome his becoming a member.   3] Trespass or non-member use discussed.  Pat McCoy thought members could/should be more willing to introduce themselves to users that may be non-members; and with a friendly banter could discover who the non-member is and then suggest they obtain a membership.  If push comes to shove they can be charged with trespass, but names or identification is needed of the trespassing party. Tues eves adults are using the indoor range; Weds are open for rim fire & air  hand guns.  Thomas asked that a call for additional instructors be included in a newsletter.  
Range Com’te-  Sebesta reported and thanked Tom Spriggs for installing a new metal clad door at the oudoor range.  Thanks to Dan Thomas, the carpet in the office has been replaced.  

Old Business-  1]  Chief Instructor Thomas presented the ’09 calendar and reported a few new events are included. Minor adjustments were needed and it will be ready to include with the Dec newsletter mailing.  2]  WY Sign Works has not given a completion date on the new indoor range sign.  Charles Piette informed the club that Racy & Doris Clark’s daughter expressed desire to be present when installed.  3]  Indoor flooring.  Dudley Irvine contacted Ecore for the product he has successfully used.  $1.59 sq.ft, +$433 shipping.  Adhesive $128/5 gal and we’d need about 1 gal.  The area presently covered by the interlocking mats from glass doors forward covers 575 sq feet; therefore project would be about $1400.  Discussion held and majority agreed to use what we have longer.   4]  Tom Banks has contacted Hank’s Keys about locks; the idea of just changing the tumbler may not be possible.     We need to have duplicate locks available.  5]  Charles Piette suggested the lease be aggressively pursued whereas the President elect is not gun friendly.  Sebesta to contact the land manager of WY Military Dept and send copies to Gov. Feduenthal, Senator Enzie & Barasso, Rep Cubin and Rep-elect Loomis.  6]  Motion by Thomas, 2nd by Cain to keep Wyoming State Shooting Assoc membership current and add same to policy manual.  VV+
New Business-  1]  Turkey shoot chair will be Ron Pieracani. Gale Folston begged out due to health.  2] Sebesta contacted Past Shooters and was told to expect $400 for another raffle.  He was advised to send a letter requesting that $500 be considered due to limited availability of  products.  3]  Newsletter deadline is Nov 30; will be mailed before Dec meeting.  4]  Russ Collins suggested the club consider holding a swap meet.  It would bring members a semi-social event to meet others and could be a possible fund raiser.  5]  Dwayne Meadows, Saratoga, representing the Theodore Roosevelt Conservation Partnership presented the map project TRCP is undertaking.  The Wyoming Sportsman’s Use Value Mapping Project would be useful when dealing with governmental agencies to show “politicians and decision-makers the hunting and fishing access opportunities sportsmen value the most and want to see maintained… .  A map will be forth coming that members can mark up if the wish to have areas included.
