Notes LVSA meeting Sept. 2, 2009

After preparing the fall newsletter for mailing, the meeting was called to order by President Sebesta at 7:35PM.  Executive board members present were Sebesta, VP Cain, Sec/Trea Banks, Chip Williams, Dan Thomas.  Eleven members also attended.

The minutes from the May 6, 09 meeting were read.  M by C Pieette, 2nd by R Colins to approve as read.  VV +.  

Treasurer reported $6627 in checking;  157 have paid 2010 dues.  The newsletter will serve as 2nd notice for dues.

Shooting Com’te by Dan Thomas--  The competition season at the outdoor range is winding down.  The variety of matches held filled the calendar but generally had poor attendance.

Range improvements-  Bruce Campbell organized the replacing of the roofing on the storage shed and the rifle firing line.  The pistol area shed roof was repaired.   Dudley Irvine  organized the flooring upgrade at the indoor range.  New paint and new matting behind the firing line have been installed.  The meeting floor will be repainted ASAP.  Thanks to the members that helped on the upgrades.

OLD Business-  1] Membership reminded that dues, & locker rent should be paid ASAP.  The outdoor range was secured with 2009 & 2010 locks on the gate for the months of Aug and Sept. in order to ease the change over during dues payments.  2] Sept 18 site-in will be chaired by Willenbrecht and Davis, additional help will be needed from the membership.  Tom Banks agreed to collect the raffle tickets and take the Ruger 77 to the range.   3] Matt Lemm delivered the FNRA Sponsor statue and knife.  M by Thomas, 2nd by Cain that proceeds from those would go to the Junior club.  Several ideas came out during the discussion.  VV failed.  M by Piette, 2nd Thomas that proceeds from statue go to the Junior club and the knife returns would stay with  LVSA.  VV passed.  T Banks will watch the internet to try to get an idea of value of the 2 pieces.  No need to rush into sale; a completed set of the big game series would be expected to bring greater returns and knife could be used for a raffle or participation award.   4]  The lease agreement from the Military Dept arrived Aug 5, 09; good to June 30, 2011.   5]  No further request or information was received from the Boy Scouts concerning the air gun range use at the June Scout day in Riverton, therefore it was not put to use.  6]  The storage van/shed has not been moved.  Possible the wood pile will be consumed this winter to allow the move without handling the wood additional times.  The question of what to do with the old air gun range led to the decision to remove it from storage and allow 1st come to haul it away.   7] Last month to purchase tickets on the Ruger 77 in 7X57.  Be sure to turn in your stubs with money to the treasurer.   8] The running target set-up was moved to the storage van because it hasn’t been used in several years.
NEW Business-  1] Ron Pieracini  has agreed to chair the Nov black powder turkey shoot.  He reported having  enlisted help from Tony Larvie.  Cost will increase to cover expenses.   2]  Junior rifle class will be upcoming.  Thomas, Irvine, Williams and King will work to advertise and reach likely participants.  Expect class fee to be $40 or less.   3] The WY Hunting & Fishing Heritage EXPO will be at Casper’s events center Sept 10-12.  All encouraged to attend the free event.   4]  Anyone with energy or frustrations can expend them on the large wood blocks near the wood pile.   5] Mryl Nickols asked to be able to continue collecting brass from the range at scrap market price.  M by Piette, 2nd Banks to allow him to continue.  VV+.   6]  Ron Pieracini  wished the club to consider how best to help the Catholic College youth with a firearms safety course.  Several ideas were presented including they are welcome to participate in the rifle and/or pistol courses offered.  M by Cain, 2nd Williams to form a ‘student membership’, at $25/ year, to full time students over 18 years old, NRA membership not required but encouraged, work credit not required or given.  VV +[quorum of EX BOD present].  Pieracini  told of the NRA “1 Step Program” he has used with the BLM and suggested it might be more in line in what the Catholic college youth might prefer in that it is 4 hours and geared toward the gun type the user has or is interested in.
