Reports

Treasurer

Shooting Committee

1. D. Thomas reported that the LVSA team placed 2nd place in the Inland Empire smallbore postal match.

2. Personal Protection class was successfully completed. However, the April 3rd outdoor range day had to be cancelled due to weather. Thomas is investigating the feasibility of rescheduling this event. Ammo usage by class participants was about 1/3 of last year’s level

3. The Jr. State three-Position Air Rifle meet is scheduled here for April 24th.

R. Sebesta reported that he and T. Spriggs shoveled snow at the outdoor range steps and apron after the April 7th storm. They also checked the 100-yard target pockets. Sebesta noted that the range had been used by at least two members who did not take the time to shovel

Old Business

1. The Club will have NRA Eddie Eagle information available for the May Safety Day, but D. Thomas was told that “gun handling” would not be allowed. Involvement at the event by Club members is not needed.
