 NOTES FROM LVSA  MEMBERSHIP MEETING JAN 6, 2010

Pres Sebesta called the meeting to order at 7:32PM.  Ex board present: T Banks, D Thomas, C Williams, D Irvine, T Spriggs, B Campbell and 4 members.

The minutes from Dec 2, 2009 were read.  M by Campbell, 2nd Piette to approve as read. VV+ . Sec/trea Banks reported checking balance of $3105 and savings $1173.  $220 was rec’d from Mike Pattyn from the 2009 high power match program.  The Good Place has done well with rifle raffle ticket sales.  An overpayment to the Lander Rifle club of $1000 will be straightened out.   The membership stands at 229; 84 have failed to renew.
Shooting com’te by Thomas—Inland Empire results heading in for 1st set of targets, LVSA team members have fired targets ahead of due date.  The adult rifle class was not widely advertised and no interest has been received.  Thomas, Moore & Williams changed out the Tyvek wall and the cardboard target hangers.  

Range Com’te by B Campbell—Snow scraper at outdoor range repaired, but still many are unwilling to use it to keep stairs and apron snow/ice free.  

OLD BUSINESS  1] There are signs of trespass at the solar wall of the indoor range; surveillance will continue.  2] Outdoor dumpster is being used for domestic trash.  Williams suggested that it should be easy to find some names and addressed materials by taking the effort to check what is deposited.  Piette reported a Christmas tree was placed in the dumpster Dec 26th.  3]  The ‘new gun owners’ after Christmas night did not happen.   4]  D Thomas reported the CMP was sold out of the Rem 40X standard barrel rifles in less than a day.  It is unknown if or when more may be available.  5]  Sebesta to contact Carolyn Cain to see if she wishes to chair the Winter Fair booth.  No one has responded to the Dec newsletter plea.  
NEW BUSINESS--  1] Rec board grant deadline Jan 11; presentations to the board is Jan 26.  Discussion led to no change in the ‘lets not go to the well too many times’ feeling, when we do not have any pressing needs.  2]  Sebesta asked for $23.07 reimbursement for the new front door yard light.  Approved.  3] This will be an election year.  T Banks and D Thomas will serve as nominating com’te.  Two directors and all elected officers are to be filled at the March election.   4] Indoor vandalism discussed.  The card reader lock has recorded the numbers but the computer file is not intact.  Discussion led  to M by Piette, 2nd Irvine to having all cards cancelled that are questionable and signage on the door to indicate due to vandalism if your card dosnt work to contact T Banks. VV+.   This should rebuild the file of card numbers to users.  The call for unpaid memberships to return cards and keys generally goes unheeded.
